A Scriptural Reflection

What’s In A Name?

Early Christians gave a name to the woman at the well
from today’s Gospel passage: Photina. It means “she
who is enlightened” or “she who has received [the] light.”
This follows the biblical tradition of bestowing names up-
on characters to help us understand their role—and
ours—in experiencing God’s saving power. All of the
evangelists, John in particular, make the characters who
encounter Jesus prototypes for all of us. Like all of us,
Photina doesn’t “get it” at first. It takes a dialogue with
Jesus (in this case, a rather argumentative one) for her to
admit who she is to herself, and for Jesus to help her
discover where she might find the true streams of eternal,
life-giving water. By the end of the encounter, she is en-
lightened. Her enlightenment is the reason the early
church chose this as one of the Gospels always to be
read for those newly seeking Christ, who will be enlight-
ened and initiated in the new paschal light of the Easter
Vigil.

Name or No Name?

Naming the woman at the well has fallen into disuse. In a
way, especially for our society, naming things tends to be
primarily about making them possessions. People name
their pets, their houses, their cars, and so on. It was part
of biblical naming tradition that giving or changing a
name showed they were in God’s possession, but their
new names were also chosen to imbue them with the
reality of a changed or new direction in life. Most often,
today we just name things to show our ownership. So it
may be a good thing that we no longer name this woman,
for her name could be any one of our names, male or
female. She could be—she is—all of us. All of us, in bap-
tism, are named for Christ. We are “christ-ened” and
through our life, we bear our most important name: Chris-
tian. Lent calls us back to that name, back to a renewed
dialogue with Christ, that we might once again be enlight-
ened by the grace of his truth and love.

Question: How do we raise our awareness of steward-
ship during Lent?
Answer: Consider the following:

“What do | own? What owns me? These words were
written by the late Archbishop Thomas Murphy of Seattle.
Archbishop Murphy, among the best-known proponents
of stewardship, saw stewardship as a response to Jesus’
call to all of us to be disciples. Stewardship is a way of
responding to that call, he wrote, “a conscious, firm deci-
sion, carried out in action, to be followers of Jesus Christ
no matter what the cost...This commitment of being a
disciple of Jesus involves a process of conversion, a
change of heart, that is not expressed in a single action,
nor even in a series of actions over time, but in an entire
way of life”. It is not just another program to raise more
money, as important as that may be. It is not just a way
of recruiting more volunteers for the parish, much as we
may need them. “It is a choice of the heart...to become a
partner with God.”

This can be a part of what we, as a community, reflect on
during the Lenten season.
