A Scriptural Reflection

To help understand the richness of the Christ-event, the
Church looks to the Hebrew scriptures. One of the great
passages that Christians turn to for insight about the role
of the Messiah is found in Second Isaiah. Chapter 52,
written during the Babylonian Exile in the sixth century
B.C., tells about a messenger who brings glad tidings. He
proclaims peace, brings good news, announces salva-
tion, and says to Zion: “Your God is King” (Isaiah 52:7).
For the captives in Babylon this message held out hope
for returning to their home country, the land of Judah.
That hope was indeed fulfilled just as Isaiah foretold
when the Jews were allowed to return. But centuries lat-
er, Christians reading the same passage heard in Isaiah’s
proclamation a description of the role of Jesus. For truly
he was a messenger of glad tidings; he brought the good
news of the gospel, announcing a day of salvation.

The Light Shines In Darkness

To the early Christians Jesus was God’s messenger. As
the Gospel of John explains, he was God’s Word who
became flesh and made his dwelling among us. As one
living among us he taught us God’s way. Indeed he was a
light shining in darkness, a herald of whom Christians
would say, in the words of Isaiah, “How beautiful upon the
mountains are the feet of him who brings glad tid-
ings” (Isaiah 52:7).

Still, some did not accept him. Their hearts were hard-
ened, unwilling to acknowledge that God could act
through this humble, unassuming person. For “[h]e came
to what was his own, but his own people did not accept
him” (John 1:11). But “to those who did accept him he
gave power to become children of God” (John 1:12). In
these words from the beginning of John’s Gospel echoes
one of the early Christians’ most profound realizations:
God’s love for all people is so great that all are intended
to be God’s children, not servants or slaves, not distant
participants in creation, but tied by the closest of bonds—
children of a loving God.

Jesus announced the glad tidings of God’s love for all,
and Jesus taught that there are no obstacles for those
who wish to be God’s children. No power on earth, not
even evil, sin, or death, can separate God’s children from
their loving Creator. Let us rejoice at the coming of God’s
messenger. Let us rejoice in the glad tidings he an-
nounced. Let us give thanks for the light who came into
our world and continues to shine in the darkness.

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Merry Christmas and thank you to all who have made our
Behavioral Health Ministry a great success in 2016. You
have touched the hearts and improved the lives of count-
less community members.

We all look forward to Christmas Day and the hope that it
will be a time of happiness, fellowship, and harmony. The
pressures of over extending, overeating, over-drinking,
and fatigue can trigger mood changes such as anxiety and
feelings of being overwhelmed.

Here are some ideas to stay balanced through the day
and the remainder of the season:

1) Have an attitude of gratitude. Misery and gratitude
cannot occupy the same space in our psychological
house, and we have the power to choose between these
emotional states.

2) Be responsible for how you relate to others. The most
important part of avoiding holiday stress with families is for
each of us to feel mastery over, and satisfaction with, our
own behaviors, attitudes, and feelings.

3) If you're feeling depressed or lonely, do an act of ser-
vice for someone less privileged.

4) Decide on your priorities and stick to them. Organize
your time. Be responsible with your schedule. Don’t over-
book yourself.

5) Remember that, no matter what your plans, the holi-
days do not automatically take away feelings of alone-
ness, sadness, frustration, anger, or fear.

6) Put aside resentments related to holidays past. De-
clare an amnesty if only for today.

7) Don’t expect the holidays to be as they were when you
were a child. They are not the same, nor are you. Perfec-
tionism leads to disappointment and frustration.

8) Be flexible about when, where, and with whom you will
spend the day and week.

9) Enjoy yourself but do not overindulge in food, drink,
activity, or spending. This will exacerbate lowered feel-
ings or stress/anxiety.

10) Create time for yourself to do the things that allow you
to stay in balance. Think about where in your life you are
in need of a Saviour and make room for the Christ child in
that place.
